GENERATION PLANNING BRIEFING 

Benny Ethridge, EVP, Energy Supply, briefed the committee on the generation planning process.  
He invited everyone to give feedback on our short survey.  Topics covered by Benny included the 

following: 

• The CPS Energy’s Rate Advisory Committee’s Journey 
• Generation Planning Basic principles 

o The current generation planning process takes CPS Energy through 2030 
o The RAC is using Charles River Associates (CRA) to facilitate the power generation 

resource planning process 

o CRA has integrated a 5-step resource planning approach that identifies the planning 
objectives and ends with a preferred plan. 

o Five generation planning objectives outlined by CRA include: 
▪ System Reliability & Climate Resiliency 
▪ Environmental Sustainability 

▪ Affordability 
▪ System Flexibility 

▪ Workforce impact 
• Portfolio Design 

o Three basic options are being analyzed, where new generation resources are either, 
all-natural gas, all-renewables & storage, or a blend of technologies 

• Timeline 

o The RAC will have two Q&A sessions and two meetings before their potential vote 
on December 15th.
